Job Purpose


To assemble/manufacture test and other electro/mechanical equipment to enable and enhance the design and production process. 
Principal Responsibilities

1. To actively work with Engineers to assist in the design and manufacture of prototype printed circuit boards (PCB), production PCBs and production test equipment. This will involve accurate interoperation of an Engineers sketches and circuit diagrams to replicate the idea into a prototype.  
2. To assemble/manufacture test equipment and other electro/mechanical equipment. Key activities are:

· Planning test box design

· Sketching mechanical drawings for test boxes

· Drilling and hand-working test box panels

· Documentation of test box design

· Assembling prototype PCBs with surface mount and leaded components to a high quality

· Re-working of surface mount PCBs

· Prototype coil assembly 

· Sourcing of suitable components for prototypes

· Bread-boarding of prototype circuits from engineers’ sketches

3. To assist with the process of bringing new designs into production by producing reports on any problems found during prototype build stages. This will include marking up drawings or sketches with notes or corrections which will be used to produce final drawings for production.
4. To interface with the Engineering Team to ensure that all jobs are fully defined and that all potential problems are referred back for investigation and correction. This involves informed technical discussion with engineers and an understanding of the practicalities of production manufacture.
5. To ensure the assembly/manufacture is within the guidelines contained in the Quality System and Manufacturing/Engineering procedures and Health and Safety standards. Particular attention needs to be given to:
· IPC quality standards for PCBs, wiring and assembly

· Safety of mains powered equipment

6. To provide support and guidance to other Lab Technicians, where required. This may involve on the job training, work observation and checking work for quality and accuracy. 
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
